From the Pastor
Wind and Fire
Today we celebrate when, gathered for worship, the disciples were transformed into evangelist by wind and flame.  The Holy Spirit came on them as a gift from God that was promised in Jesus.  It was sent by God and rests upon all who would open themselves to receive it.  The Spirit is not limited to this first experience of the disciples; it continues to be offered throughout the ages.  But it is a gift that we have difficulty understanding; it continues to be the most elusive of the trinity.  We seem to be more comfortable with God the Father and Jesus the Son, our friend.  The metaphors used for the Spirit – flame, wind, fire, cloud, water – are difficult to enter.  They come from nature.  They are impersonal elements with forces that defy our attempts to control them.  We struggle with the out-of-control nature of the Spirit, as we persist in our need for control.  


The Bible clearly presents the Holy Spirit as a gift, something to be celebrated and received with joy.  For it is in the Spirit of God that we find the power to be united with one another as the Body of Christ.  At Pentecost, the Holy Spirit is poured out on the gathered community to unify the Body across lines of race, gender, generation, and class.  And in our world where we control is gained through division, the Spirit comes and shows us a new order where everyone is equal in the Kingdom of God.  So on this day of Pentecost, may we embrace the Spirit’s presence so that we, like the believers of old, may “declare the wonders of God!”
