Pastor Dan will be speaking – Second Lent
LENT THEME - The theme that will shape or Lenten services is Becoming Human: Called and shaped by Jesus. As we enter the season as a worshiping community we want to ask, “What does in mean to be human?”  The answer to this question is shaped by an understanding of our origins and will be vastly different depending on whom you ask.  In the life of the church this foundational question is shaped by our understanding that we are created in the image of God and as a result, our humanness contains a reflection of the divine.  So we may reshape the question, “How may we become authentically human?”  Becoming authentically human is first and foremost about what God is doing; both in our lives individually but also as God’s people in community.  And as God became flesh and made his home among us in Jesus, we must also consider these questions in light of our baptism into a life of discipleship.  So we ponder what it means to be images of the God who created us. What does it mean to be reshaped into the image of the Son of God who, with unparalleled authenticity, lived, died, and lives anew our true humanity?  And what of the Spirits work in us?  Jesus said that it is through the Spirit of God at work among us that we experience the power to become what God desires us to be; authentically human.  So becoming human is the work of God the Creator, Jesus our Lord and the living Spirit among us.  It is this Trinitarian emphasis that will shape our exploration of our humanness and reclaim our understanding of what it means to be authentically human as we explore the theme Becoming Human: Called and shaped by Jesus.
