Next Sunday, in this spirit of peace and unity, we will begin our Advent Season by sharing communion.  In anticipation of this special time together, let us prepare our hearts and minds by giving special attention to the relationships in our life; those with each other in our homes and community, our relationship with our own inner being, and our relationship to God through Jesus.  May the Holy Spirit guide you in this time of deliberate reflection.   


Advent to Epiphany Theme – an UnExpected HOUR
How many times a day do you check the time?  From the time our alarm clocks go off in the morning until we go to sleep at bed time, we are all very aware of time.  In many ways, our use of time is mysteriously connected with our sense of worth.  Often we don’t “have” time because we are driven to produce, or we have deadlines that must be met, or we might be afraid of falling short of expectations, both our own and other’s. We feel real pressure to be busy.  If we do find that we have nothing to do and can’t find something “productive” to engage us, we feel like we have “wasted” our time.  We treat time as a tradable good and use the language of finance to describe time.  We “spend” time, “invest” time, we “save” time and in a world where “time is money” no one can get enough.  But where is all the drive and bustle taking us?  What is the goal of our insatiable striving to produce?  What is it that we really need?  Perhaps we need a different awareness of time.   We are living in the midst of God’s abundance: this time shortage is a human construct.  And this Advent, we are invited to move into a different time – God’s time.  Just as God came to us at the proper time as a babe in a manger, as Immanuel, we anticipate a time, an UnExpected HOUR, for God to come and reveal to us once more the deep mysteries of God’s time and God’s timing of all things in heaven and on earth.  Our worship in Advent will reflect this theme through the use of silence incorporated into the service.  In the stillness of silence, we will open our selves to God’s time, forgetting our time, and allowing space for God’s Spirit to move in our midst.
