FROM THE PASTOR
This last Tuesday I was at a conference in Winkler sponsored by Eden Mental Health.  It was an all day workshop entitled "Launching People into Full Lives".  One exercise that we were asked to do was to sketch a diagram that helped us to figure out the roles that we had that gave us a full life.  Mine looked like this.  We were asked if there was anything we wanted to add to the diagram.  The only thing I could think of was that I wanted to be a faster biker.  So I added it in a dashed line like we were instructed.  At first I thought, “wow that is pretty shallow.”  But then the speaker talked about how people with mental illness usually don’t have all the roles that make our lives full and meaningful.  They have lost connections with family, they struggle with friendships, and there isn’t the time or energy to engage in meaningful work, hobbies and other important tasks.  I was struck by how blessed I am to have the roles I do.  I have a life full of significant roles that bring a level of contentment, joy and meaning.  And if the only thing that I can think of that I might want to add is speed to my bike riding, I must be truly blessed.  So this Thanksgiving, as I take a break from my role as pastor, and watch the Jets season opener with family and friends with my feet up after a good long ride in Kenora, I will give thanks for the blessings that I have – even when I am in the back half of the peloton.
